If you have no experience with news creation, start here!
Scenario: One news presenter with a good background (even a classroom).
You Need: A laptop with a webcam, Eduvision Capture, and 1 microphone.
Recording the News:
· Record your video with Eduvision Capture. You can easily add captions, translations and other features if you choose.
· If the clip is the entire news item for the day, save the clip in your news channel.  It will automatically direct you to edit to make it easy to trim portions of the video you do not want in the final clip.
· For multiple clips, download all to your laptop.
· Once all clips are ready, proceed to Create Final Video on the last page.
Additional Options:
· To add a background, capture the clip with a green screen behind the presenter and use Canva for titles, emojis, etc.

· Proceed to Create Final Video on the last page.

Next Simplest Option: One or More News Presenters in Different Locations

Scenario: One or more news presenters in various locations.
You Need: Your phone and 1 microphone.
· Ask for help if you don’t know how to:
· Use the microphone with your phone.
· Get your clip(s) to your laptop for final editing.  The easiest way (that should work for all phones) is to click Share to your email
· Then either upload it to your Eduvision news channel or save it for the Create Final Video step (below).
Recording the News:
· Use your phone and a microphone, ensuring speakers hand it back and forth.
· Save the entire news clip in your news channel.
· For multiple clips, share the clips via email or connect your phone to the laptop to copy the content.
· To finalize the video, go to the Create Final Video step, below.
